They are divided into three categories:

Revelation , __Power and __Inspiration

1. Revelation Gifts:

a. Word of Knowledge : the revealing
or _exposing ofa__fact in existence which
cannot be seen or heard or revealed naturally.

b. Word of Wisdom_: the revealing of the

prophetic _future under the anointing of God;

portion of God's wisdom and
knowledqge of the future

c. Discerning of spirits : has to do with

the comprehending of the human

__spirit

supernaturally _ revealed by the Holy Spirit.
